On January 17, 2024, the Federal Election Commission accepted the signed conciliation
agreement submitted on behalf of Spencer Toder for Senate, and Spencer Toder in his official
capacity as treasurer in settlement of a violation of 52 U.S.C. § 30104(b)(4) and 11 C.F.R.

8§ 104.3(b), provisions of the Federal Election Campaign Act of 1971, as amended, and the
Commission’s regulations.

CONCILIATION AGREEMENT

This matter was initiated by the Federal Election Commission pursuant to information
ascertained in the normal course of carrying out its supervisory responsibilities. The
Commission found reason to believe that Spencer Toder for Senate and Spencer Toder in his
official capacity as treasurer (“Respondent” or the “Committee™) violated 52 U.S.C.

§ 30104(b)4) and 11 C.F.R. § 104.3(b) by failing to timely and accurately report disbursements.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Commission and Respondent, having participated in informal
methods of conciliation, prior to a finding of probable cause to believe, do hereby agree as
follows:

L. The Commission has jurisdiction over Respondent and the subject matter of this
proceeding, and this Agreement has the effect of an agreement entered pursuant to 52 U.S.C.

§ 30109(a)(4)(A)().

IL Respondent has had a reasonable opportunity to demonstrate that no action should
be taken in this matter.

II.  Respondent enters voluntarily into this Agreement with the Commission.

IV.  The pertinent facts and law in this matter are as follows:

Fi The Committee is the principal campaign committee for Spencer Toder, a

candidate for U.S. Senate in Missouri in 2022. The Committee’s treasurer is Spencer Toder.

Z The Federal Election Campaign Act of 1971, as amended (the “Act”),
requires committee treasurers to file reports of receipts and disbursements in accordance with the
provisions of 52 U.S.C. § 30104. 52 U.S.C. § 30104(a)(1); 11 C.F.R. § 104.1(a).

3. These reports must include, infer alia, the total amount of receipts and
disbursements, including the appropriate itemizations, where required. 52 U.S.C. § 30104(b)(2),
(4); 11 C.F.R. § 104.3(a), (b).

4. In addition to the regular quarterly reports, in any year where there is an
election for which a candidate is seeking election, or nomination for election, the treasurer of an
authorized committee shall file a pre-election report, which shall be filed no later than the 12th
day before an election. 52 U.S.C. § 30104(a)(2)(i); 11 C.F.R. § 104.5(a)(2).

5. The pre-election report must disclose all receipts and disbursements as of
the 20th day before a primary or general election, 11 C.F.R. § 104.5(a)(2)(i)(B); see also
52 U.S.C. § 30104(b)(2), (4).

6. The Committee failed to include disbursements on its original 2022 12-
Day Pre-Primary Report. On July 22, 2022, the Committee filed a 2022 12-Day Pre-Primary
Report covering the period from July 1, 2022, to July 13, 2022. The Report disclosed no
disbursements on Line 17 (Operating Expenditures) or Line 19(a) {Loan Repayments of Loans
Made or Guaranteed by the Candidate) of the Detailed Summary Page.

T On December 1, 2022, 132 days later and after the primary, the
Committee filed an amendment to its original 2022 12-Day Pre-Primary Report, disclosing
$21,598.14 in operating expenditures and $500,000 in candidate loan repayments, a total

increase of $521,598.14 in disbursements from the original report.

8, Respondent contends that it inadvertently omitted certain transactions
from the report. Respondent contends that it had established detailed procedures for the
preparation of a quarterly report, but it had failed to account for procedures for a Pre-Primary
Report, which had a different reporting period that did not close at the end of a month.
Consequently, Respondent failed to detect the omissions until it performed the regular monthly
reconciliation.

V. Respondent violated 52 U.S.C. § 30104(b)4) and 11 C.F.R. § 104.3(b) by failing
to timely and accurately report disbursements,
VI.  Respondent will take the following actions:

L Respondent will pay a civil penalty to the Commission in the amount of
Four Thousand Dollars ($4,000), pursuant to 52 U.S.C. § 30109(2)(5)(A). In ordinary
circumstances, the Commission would seek a civil penalty based on the violation outlined in the
Agreement. However, the Commission is taking into account that the Committee represents that
it intends to terminate, is defunct, has no cash on hand, and has a limited ability to raise any
additional funds.

2 Respondent will cease and desist from committing violations of 52 U.S.C.
§ 30104(b)(4) and 11 C.F.R. § 104.3(b).

VII.  The Commission, on request of anyone filing a complaint under 52 U.S.C.
§ 30109(a)(1) concerning the matters at issue herein or on its own motion, may review
compliance with this Agreement. If the Commission believes that this Agreement or any
requirement thereof has been violated, it may institute a civil action for relief in the United States

District Court for the District of Columbia.
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VIII. This Agreement shall become effective as of the date that all parties hereto have
executed same and the Commission has approved the entire Agreement.

IX.  Respondent shall have no more than thirty (30) days from the date this Agreement
becomes effective to comply with and implement the requirements contained in this Agreement

and to so notify the Commission.

X. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties on the matter
raised herein, and no other statement, promise, or agreement, either written or oral, made by
either party or by agents of either party, that is not contained in this written Agreement shall be
enforceable.

	The information provided by analyst Bradley Austin accurately describes the circumstances in which the initial loan repayments were missed. 
	Within our campaign, we had a process by which bank statements were sent to a data entry associate at the end of each month, as that was when month end statements were received from the bank and forwarded for entry. The 12-day Pre-primary report was mid-month and in the fast-paced nature at that period of campaign activity, I approved what I saw, but did not think to look for what I did not see, and we submitted without catching the error. We had a good process for quarterly reporting but did not take into 
	At the time we received notice in the form of RFAI that there were concerns about the 
	error, we had already reported the loan repayments, as the next time at which we 
	reported, month end had occurred and our reports were processed accordingly, as per 
	our usual policy. Unfortunately, there was no way to go back in time, slow things down, 
	and recognize our mistake in real time. However, I am confident in the transparency in 
	which it was voluntarily brought to the FECs attention to ensure accuracy in the final 
	reporting, prior to seeking termination of the committee, which is currently requested, 
	without penalty. 
	We recognized that the loan repayments were not included in the pre-primary report and did what we believed to be the correct and appropriate thing in ensuring all our banking information was accurate and that all reports and paperwork were appropriately filed and amended. 
	While we had processes in place that we believed would ensure that no mistakes were made, we also relied on software to provide us confidence in that regard. We chose to use ISPolitical for our compliance software, which included what they call "Compliance A.I." On their website, they state, "ISPolitical's proprietary artificial intelligence analyzes FEC and other agency RFAI letters, delivering the most sophisticated compliance report warning system on the market." I had confidence that an error that would
	At all times I have been forthright and honest in reporting this data entry mistake and I proactively reported the error without prompt. I have continued to communicate with our campaign analyst to ensure full compliance and I request now that no penalty be incurred and that the campaign committee be allowed to dissolve.

On March 10, 2023, the Federal Election Commission (“Commission”) notified the Committee of a Referral by the Commission’s Reports Analysis Division (RR 23L-08) to the Commission’s Office of Gene
	Upon review of the referred matter, the Commission, on October 5, 2023, found reason to believe that the Committee violated 52 U.S.C. § 30104(b)(4) and 11 C.F.R. § 104.3(b) by failing to timely and accurately report disbursements.  The Factual and Legal Analysis, which forms the basis of the Commission’s determination, is enclosed for your information. 
	In order to expedite the resolution of this matter, the Commission has authorized the Office of the General Counsel to enter into negotiations directed towards reaching a conciliation agreement in settlement of this matter prior to a finding of probable cause to believe.  Preprobable cause conciliation is not mandated by the Act or the Commission’s regulations but is a voluntary step in the enforcement process that the Commission is offering the Committee as a way to resolve the matter at an early stage and

	This matter was initiated by the Federal Election Commission pursuant to infonnation ascertained in the nonnal course ofcarrying out its supervisory responsibilities. The Commission found reason to believe that Spencer Toder for Senate and Spencer Toder in his official capacity as treasurer ("Respondent" or the "Committee") violated 52 U.S.C. § 30104(b)(4) and 11 C.F.R. § 104.3(b) by failing to timely and accurately report disbursements. 
	NOW, THEREFORE, the Commission and Respondent, having participated in infonnal methods ofconciliation, prior to a finding of probable cause to believe, do hereby agree as follows: 
	I. The Commission has jurisdiction over Respondent and the subject matter ofthis proceeding, and this Agreement has the effect ofan agreement entered pursuant to 52 U.S.C. § 30109(a)(4)(A)(i). 
	II. Respondent has had a reasonable opportunity to demonstrate that no action should be taken in this matter. 
	III. Respondent enters voluntarily into this Agreement with the Commission.

The Report disclosed no disbursements on Line 17 (Operating Expenditures) or Line l 9(a) (Loan Repayments ofLoans Made or Guaranteed by the Candidate) ofthe Detailed Summary Page.

	On December l, 2022, 132 days later and after the primary, the Committee filed an amendment to its original 2022 12-Day Pre-Primary Report, disclosing $in operating expenditures and $500,000 in candidate loan repayments, a total increase of$
	21,598.14

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	8. Respondent contends that it inadvertently omitted certain transactions from the report. Respondent contends that it had established detailed procedures for the preparation ofa quarterly report, but it had failed to account for procedures for a Pre-Primary Report, which had a different reporting period that did not close at the end ofa month. Consequently, Respondent failed to detect the omissions until it perfonned the regular monthly reconciliation. 
	V. Respondent violated 52 U.S.C. § 30104(b)(4) and I I C.F.R. § 104.3(b) by failing to timely and accurately report disbursements. 
	VI. Respondent will take the following actions:

	Respondent will pay a civi I penalty to the Commission in the amount of Four Thousand Dollars ($4,000), pursuant to 52 U.S.C. § 30109(a)(5)(A). However, the Commission is taking into account that the Committee represents that it intends to terminate, is defunct, has no cash on hand, and has a limited ability to raise any additional funds.

	VII. The Commission, on request ofanyone filing a complaint under 52 U.S.C. § 30 l 09(a)(l) concerning the matters at issue herein or on its own motion, may review compliance with this Agreement. If the Commission believes that this Agreement or any requirement thereof has been violated, it may institute a civil action for relief in the United States District Court for the District ofColumbia. 
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	VIII. This Agreement shall become effective as of the date that all parties hereto have executed same and the Commission has approved the entire Agreement. 
	IX. Respondent shall have no more than thirty (30) days from the date this Agreement becomes effective to comply with and implement the requirements contained in this Agreement 
	and to so notify the Commission.
